On July 24, 2007, the Board approved Notation Item 5664, thereby adopting the Case Study
and Recommendation on the incident at the Synthron facility in Morganton, North Carolina on
January 31, 2006. The approval of Notation [tem 566A was preceded by Notation Item 566.
